Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) 2.0 
These guidelines define how to make Web content more accessible to people with a range of disabilities, including visual, auditory, physical, speech, cognitive, language, learning, and neurological disabilities.
Section 508
Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 was enacted to eliminate barriers in information technology, to make available new opportunities for people with disabilities, and to encourage development of technologies that will help achieve these goals. The law applies to all Federal agencies.
