Keith and Nilka provide a history and overview of Mass C-PASS.  Everyone was enthusiastic about the goals and success of the C-PASS effort.  The value of getting direct input from communities of color was frequently reaffirmed participants.  Two parents described how they were usually left out of planning and only involved when the program was implemented.  All agreed that individuals with disabilities and elderly residents in communities of color would welcome participating in a C-PASS event to describe their needs and opportunities to be independent.
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The need for a respite, drop in center was prioritized by Ms. Bell.  Individuals need to go to Dedham for services.  She felt that the need was sufficient in the Roxbury / Dorchester area to warrant a program.  Advice and guidance was sought to address this need.

Everyone agreed on the need for a community meeting.  Mr. Minor suggested that Keith and Nilka speak to the elderly residents at Marcus Garvey housing.  Other alternatives were considered including a community meeting in Roxbury that included both individuals with disabilities and the elderly.
