Upcoming FS 360 Events

Fall Navigator Training
October 28-29, 2010
This event will take place in Gulfport, MS, and is open to all FS 360 Centers and FS 360 Military Centers. The training will speak to the principles and skills that Navigators need to support families. A training agenda with specific subtopics will be distributed closer to the meeting. Day 2 of the workshop will include a site visit to the Mississippi FS 360 Military Center. Staff from Mississippi's FS 360 Center will also be present.
